= Finally, wa would llke you to know that with this guide we have tried to go a bit futher
and adding some commeants about history, archeclogical and natural patrimony of the
urgellet that will make your reading more comfortabde while walking.
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0 h: Bus station, 695 m )

The first walk -which is quite flat, to begin the route- starts at the bus
station. Go to J. Garriga | Masso avenue, where you can observe at
a few metres a fountain from the 17th century. Take Lestonnac street
until you arrive at Pau Clarls avenue; cross here, The route continues
to the west, along Pasqual Ingla promenade, which links the old town
with the Valira river. At the end of the promenade, you will find the
Valira cloister, also known as the Racionero cloister, the name of its
designer. It has virtually the same dimensions as those of the Cathedral,
a gallery open to the Valira river and eight capitals sculpted with
representations of the most significant celebrities of the 20th century.
Heading down towards the Valira river, you will find the Enamora
Park (Lovers Park). It was the perfect place for the Urgell inhabitants'
romantic rendezvous, out of sight of the town's ‘professional’ snoopers.
El park ends at the Castellciutat bridge, at the start of the routes of
Sant Marc (route 9) and Santa Euginia de la Torre (route 10).

15": Castellciutat bridge, 700 m

It is a modern bridge: the remains of the old drawbridge can be seen
a little beyond. Such a fnnthrldgle could be moved UE and down
according to the castle governor's choice, who probably searched
for the perfect place to destroy it with cannon balls, if
necessary.Following the Castellciutat path, you will arrive at Sant
Ermengol street and find the urban area of La Seu again. The residential
area opening to the south is situated in the old Boixadera area, which
is documented in the Middle Ages. An irrigation canal going down
the Valira river and crossing this sector brought water to the town's

mill. Follow the route of the Boixadera imgatiun canal until you arrive
at Canal Baridana street, at the beginning of the Cases Barates district.
This district was built in the 60s: at the beginning, it was a block of
houses in the middle of countless alfalfa fields. Continue along Canal
Baridana street until you reach Moreres square. Leave it on your left
m down the Palanca (drawbridge) path. At the beginning of this
, you will find the milr guarters, built in the 60s to lodge the
arrison officers.You will arrive at the Palanca bridge, start of the
reita (route 7), Bastida (route 6), Segre (route 3), Sant Antoni (route
5) and Arfa (route 8) routes.

30': Palanca bridge, 669 m
Do not cross the river, you can leave it for future visits. The path
continues towards the Parc Olimpic del Segre, the place whera rough
water competitions took place during the 1992 Olympics. Now it has
become a leisure complex training school for national teams -they
gambabl',r don't know that somewhere in the park lies the chapel of
nt Ermengol, wheare the b of the town's patron saint was taken
to benefits from the rain. Cross the skirting the canal, on whichever
side 3{0” rafer, and cross the gate at the end.

50': Fire station, 678 m

Enter La Seu through Cerdanya highroad, which is the old road leading
to this county. Take Bisbe Benlloch street, ing by the Seminary.
Someone -maybe Josep Pla?- said that half the inhabitants of La Seu
were priests or military men and the other half worked to maintain
them. Fortunately, things change.

1 h 05': Bus station, 695 m
End of the route. Start of the Calbinya route (route 11).
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0 h: Fire station, 700 m
Cross the primary road towards the Sant Antoni district.

05'": Sant Antoni district, 696 m

The ascent to Llirt begins in the district of Sant Antoni, which
was built in the 60s. Half of its houses belong the municipality
of Valls de Valira. Cross the Moreres stream on the northern
edge of the district.

08': Moreres stream, 706 m
The trail you will take is an old road used by smugglers who
came from Andorra with twenty-five-kilo bundles of tobacco
on their backs. The first house you find on your left is Torre
del Morales, which appears in Medieval documents as the
Somont Castle, probably Roman in origin.Continue climbing,
cross the Eucata stream and arrive at Feners House along
the crest line. Feners -a 'fener’ is a field with swamps- is the
house on the top. The first time it Is documented (villarunculum
gue vocatur Feners? is in the 1001 papal bull, in which Pope
ylvester II -who Introduced the zero concept in Europe-
confirmed the possessions of Santa Maria d'Urgell. Such a
bull, one of the few medieval manuscripts preserved in
Catalonia, is in the Urgell Diocesan Museum. Instead of going
towards th.e house, take the trail to the right of the crossroads
to climb diagonally to Sant Andreu Farm.

1 h: Sant Andreu Farm, 963 m ) .

Sant Andreu Farm, beside the trail, was a monastic cell during
the Middle Ages. Now the only thing that remains, apart from
some walls, is the memory of the owner's name. In 1793
the French general Dagobert troops set it on fire when they
went down fo besiege [a Seu. The trail continues at the same
altitude, just below the farm, and leads to the Ossa ravine.

1 h 30': Ossa ravine, 973 m
Cross the ravine and go up to the Llirt village,

1 h 55" Llirt, 1,093 m

The village of Llirt is the highest point of this tour. It is like
a mineral rise of rock. From the river, it can hardly be
distinguished, It is one of the Urgell parishes documented in
the 10th centu with various SEellm s -Linzirt, Lezirt-
qu?_estlng a pre-Roman origin. Right next to the village, you
will find the ruins of the Romanesgue church of Sant Jaume.
Llirt was once under the authority of the Urgell consuls.
Beside the village, take the track to the left of the valley,
which descends the crossroads of Ca I'Arnau.

2 h 15" Ca I'Arnau crossroads; 1,034 m
Continue along the same track, towards the east, to the Les
Colomines sports complex.

2 h 30": Les Colomines, 963 m .
Once Hm"l reach Les Colomines, you enter the domain of the
Castellbo viscountcy, secular enemies of the Urgell Church.
Following a section of the asphalted track and then a turn
go down the shortcut crossing such a track up to the N-260
EUFIITI_EW road, next to the Carboneres stream. Passing next
this stream reminds of an old act:n.r_rty:_toda%, with all these
slopes full of sprouts and broom, it is difficult to think that,
just fifty years ago, they were bare wilderness through the
ult of firewood exploitation to produce coal. Cross the road
and you will rich the Alas bridge.

2 h 45': Alas bridge, 744 m ) )
